Sex – who, when, where, how often 
Alcohol/Drugs – in public: show moderation; in private: go for it. 
Influence - control your destiny, control others 
Pride – almost a requirement 
Excitement – never be bored 
Fame - major goal 
Arrogance – seems to come with fame 
Facades – sincerity is the toughest thing to fake 
Marketing – at some point, it’s all about the money 
Profanity – helps make it common place and almost acceptable  
Violence – glorifies it 
Supernatural/Mystical – the unknown is interesting 
Servant mentality – rare 
Clothing – influence trends 
Causes: usually liberal, left-wing
